Highlights of Executive Director’s Report, 3/13/07 – 8/26/07
MAJOR ACTIVITIES

CCIH conference May 26-28 drew 144 registrants and feedback from participants was very favorable.  Kay Warren as keynote speaker drew 110 for that session. Bishop Claggett Center with new building is quite adequate for conference needs. Sharon’s service in organizing and managing the conference was exemplary.   

The Working Groups approach to eliciting more effective CCIH member activity made a significant step forward with eight such dedicated meetings at the CCIH conference.

CCIH’s potential as a “convening authority” was demonstrated spectacularly in a CCIH co-sponsored May 9 luncheon with the new executive director of the Global Fund drawing 75 FBO participants, many from other states, with presentations by Milton and myself. My suggestions for better Global Fund – FBO collaboration became the basis for an ongoing dialogue between the Fund and the FBO community.
UNAIDS asked CCIH to organize two meetings with the U.S. FBO community for senior officials, May 11 with Sally Smith of the Partnerships Unit and FBO liaison, and probably May 18 with executive director Peter Piot.
CCIH ramped up its fundraising efforts with a three year proposal written by Milton, his promotion of it at the May 27 CCIH annual meeting asked people to make three-year pledges (yielding pledges of about $22,000 per year), and sending fundraising proposal and appeal with a pledge form to other CCIH members. 

With Sharon, continued communications with our constituency, via our monthly bulletin, monthly prayer calendar, listserv messages, website, participation in Global Health Council as well as CCIH conferences, myriad personal messages serving members, reaching probably a couple thousand Christians involved in international health.

Collaborated with World Vision/Costa Rica to produce a Spanish translation of The ABC approach to preventing the sexual transmission of HIV with a print run of 2,000 planned shortly. 

Requested to coordinate work of an ad hoc interfaith working group to provide to the U.S. government perspectives from the faith community on the future of U.S. foreign assistance and the structure of USAID. Wrote an eight page paper given to Administrator designate Henrietta Fore, and presented highlights in a June meeting with her and 10 FBO representatives. Amb. Mark Dybul read it and asked for a conference call with FBO reps that CCIH helped to organize to discuss its ideas.
Arranged and participated in meetings along with executive director of U.S. Coalition for Child Survival with 1) Kay Warren, and 2) Congressman Wolf (R-VA) to promote Global Child Survival Act and higher U.S. priority to child survival.
Participated in and helped publicize a “The Future of PEPFAR and the Faith Community Conference” with the Institute for Youth Development and participated in other dialogues on FBO interests and PEPFAR reauthorization.

With Milton and Henry Mosley, met with Alex Ross, head of Partnerships Division of WHO to discuss and brainstorm possibilities for more intentional WHO outreach to FBOs.
