	Faith based 
	Secular 

	Building reign of God on earth 
	Making the world a better place for humans 

	Getting at root causes of injustice 
	Looking at policy impacts 

	Experienced based (mission experience)

· Knowledge of public health systems in developing countries 

· Knowledge of proven responses

· Knowledge of community resistances 
	Often experienced based or based on contacts made in secular settings, sometimes contact with mission hospitals as well 

	Knowledge of what motivates people in the pews to respond. 
	Know how to mobilize people in the grassroots. 


PERSONAL MOTIVATIONS 
	Faith based 
	Secular

	Vocation (can’t not do it) 
	Career path (want to know how to prepare for this king of work)

	Wanting the involvement of my own government to be responsible. 

(Nicaragua as my first advocacy experience) -- Motivation was to get the US public to examine geopolitical reasons for policy that had tremendous negative impact on ordinary people. 
	Many—depending on the group 
Could be political

Could be driven by particular focus 

· Treatment access (HGAP, Act up)

· Access to Sexual reproductive health (Change, ICRW)

· Development (Oxfam/Care, etc)

· Access to health care MSF/ PHR

· Poverty eradication (Results)

	Value of service – imitating Christ. 
	Often based on moral values

	Dialogue/ “inside strategy” – often involving religious leaders
	Protest / “outside” strategy

	Corporate dialogue – shareholder actions 
	Corporate protests and boycotts 

	Mobilization /demonstrations – religious nature “stations of the cross” 
	Mobilizations/demos, more challenging in nature

	*Civil disobedience - Nonviolent resistance
	Civil disobedience – attracting attention (naked demonstration at republican national convention) 

	Some are brilliant at using/attracting media

Blessings 
· Good analysis when there are many heads around a table. 

· Strength in numbers 

· Coordinated outside and inside strategies 

· Coordinated media strategies. 

Curses: 

· Breakdown in communications on strategies – people thinking “if you and not with us you are against us”  

· Lack of understanding of church positions – catholic experience – trying to get one bishop to speak out on condom use / when pastorally they may agree but publicly they are the face of the church on the local level. 

· Over exuberance of young activists at times not respecting the history of action on the subject matter.
